Travel with those of kindred spirit and a thirst
for all things Scottish. Free time is included for pursuit of individual interests. This one of a kind tour is in
support of the Nevada Battle Born Pipes and Drums Band, (note, a portion of the tour price is a donation to the
band), and is organized and escorted by Bob and Lois Wallace.

AUGUST 9 (TUESDAY) Fly USA to Glasgow

AucusT 10 (WEDNESDAY) Dinner/All Overnights Marriott, Glasgow
Arrive at Glasgow International Airport, welcome by the Pathfinders guide/representative. Transfer by
private motor coach into the center of Glasgow. On arrival in the big city, an orientation tour will introduce
tour members to the heart of old Glasgow including Glasgow Green (location of the World’s championship
event), George Square — with many Piping Festival events here, the Cathedral, the Merchant City,
Sauchiehall Street, and many other famous places. Check into the hotel located close to the great River
Clyde. Welcome dinner this evening joined by the members of The Battle Born Pipes and Drums Band.

AuGUST 11 (THURSDAY) Breakfast and Lunch
After Scottish breakfast (included daily), travel northwards through the city to the ‘bonnie banks’ of Loch
Lomond, with a visit en route to the Piping Museum at Cowcaddens. We reach Balloch, at the foot of
the loch, in sight of Ben Lomond, and board a loch steamer for a two hour cruise. We will have lunch on
board while we soak up the scenic beauty of that famous body of water. Return early afternoon, remainder of
the day free before we attend a piping concert at the Royal Concert Hall of Glasgow in conjunction with
the Piping Live Festival.

AUGUST 12 (FRIDAY) Breakfast
The day at leisure, opportunity to visit Glasgow’s museums, shops, etc., or any of the many Piping Live
Festival events. (Schedule will be provided).

AUGUST 13 (SATURDAY) Breakfast
We will attend The World’s Pipe Band Championship with exciting competition across all grades, a
fiercely contested Drum Major contest as well as Highland dancing heats and the Glasgow World Highland
Games. Round trip coach transportation to/from Glasgow Green, and ticketed seat reservations provided,
where we can watch the Battle Born Pipes and Drums Band compete.

AUGUST 14 (SUNDAY) Breakfast

AuGUST 15 (MIONDAY) Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner
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Full day guided excursion from Glasgow... ‘Doon
the Watter’ from Wemyss Bay on a Clyde
riverboat to the Isle of Bute as Glaswegians of
ages past have done, perhaps with a bit more
comfort. We will discover this beautiful island,
tucked into the Firth of Clyde, landing at
Rothesay, the harbour and capital. Other sites will
include the famous Mount Stuart gardens and
great house.

A full day excursion to Edinburgh. On arrival, visit (if authorized) to the Army Piping School at
Inchdrewer House, near Redford Barracks, where the Military Tattoo performers stay during the event.
Then, a guided tour of the highlights of the magnificent Scottish capital — the New Town, Charlotte
Square, Princes Street, Holyrood Park. Then, to the Old Town — St Giles, John Knox House,
etc., and a guided visit of the mighty Edinburgh Castle. We will dine along the Royal Mile before
attending the world famous Edinburgh Military Tattoo. Return very late in the evening to Glasgow.

AuGuUST 16 (TUESDAY) Breakfast, Dinner

A day at leisure in Glasgow. Final night dinner at the hotel, reminisce and bid farewell to good friends and a
good time in Scotland.

AuGusT 17 (WEDNESDAY) Breakfast

Transfer to Glasgow Airport for your departure flight.
